Room for Jesus?

Jesus (God the Son) shared in Creation. Remember God said, “Let us
make man in our image.” Genesis 1.26. But though the world was
made through Jesus, the world did not know Him. John 1.10.

No one knew that God the Son had arranged to enter into our human
experience via Mary’s womb.

1Corinthians1.24.
